Painting Your Home ...

Many homeowners have painted their homes and fences – and they look great! However, there are several homes in the neighborhood still in need of paint, the original builder’s paint is fading and failing. The Board has completed their Spring walk and the houses in need of paint, fence repair/stain will be receiving a notification letter. Please consider painting if you have not already done so, following the guidelines outlined below and found in the Prairie Hawk Design Guidelines and Regulations, October 2017 document available on the Flagstaff Management Inc. website: http://flagstaffmanagement.com > Prairie Hawk > Design Guidelines FINAL 12 Oct 2017.
Committee verification and approval of color swatches on home front area are required for all exterior painting. Color swatches of 24” by 12” are preferred for evaluation for body paint. Trim color must be also included in a Design Review Request but smaller trim swatches are allowed. Sheen cannot be semi-gloss or gloss and when repainting a home, the color choice must be different from all adjacent houses. 
Staining Fences …
All fences are required to have stain. 
Prairie Song Neighborhood - Any natural    wood stain is approved for this community. Summer Hawk Neighborhood - The pre-approved fence color is: Diamond Vogel, Fox Meadows Yellow, 76406-943. 
Open rail fencing - The pre-approved fence color is: Kwal 6812-1326 Super Deck, Semi-transparent oil stain which can be purchased at Sherwin-Williams stores.
